PRAYAGRAJ FORT

The massive fort, built by Emperor Akbar in 1583 A.D. on the banks of the
Yamuna, close to the Sangam, is presently used by the Army and only a limited
area is open to visitors. The magnificent outer wall of the fort is intact and rises
above the water's edge. Inside the fort there are revered Akshayavat or
immortal Banyan trees, a 10.6 metre-high polished sandstone Ashokan Pillar
dating back to 232 B.C. and having several rare edicts, the Saraswati Koop, the
Palace of Jodhabai etc. Permission is needed from the Commandant, Ordnance
Depot, Fort to visit these places.
